Military Reconstruction and Southern Resistance in NC”

Questions swirled in the Civil War’s aftermath

The military presence was crucial in maintaining
order, safeguarding the rights of newly freed slaves,
and establishing new state governments that
recognized the 14th Amendment and equal voting
rights for all men. On the one hand, Radical
Republicans favored a rather dramatic approach to
Reconstruction seeking to punish the South and
guarantee civil rights for African Americans through
military occupation and constitutional changes. On
the other hand, Southern white supremacists
desired to maintain white racial domination and
actively resisted any advancements for African
Americans as it relates to voting rights or social
equality. These differing perspectives will clearly be
discussed at the next Round Table meeting when
the country sought a measure of equality in the
post-war South.

entail. Like, what freedom for formerly enslaved
individuals would mean? Or, what role the federal
government would play in binding the nation’s
wounds? During the Reconstruction era, and
specifically the military reconstruction of the
South, the issues seemed endless, and
eventually, was there an end in sight?

We are pleased to have Angela back
with another really significant topic that
set the stage of our country for years
to come. She is Professor of History at
UNCW, a Copie Hill Civil War Fellow
with the American Battlefield Trust,
serves as managing editor of Kent
State University Press, a prolific author,
and is under contract with the
University Press of Florida.

Fort Fisher Tour, March 2026 By Jim Dunn

History came alive on Saturday afternoon, March 14th, as
members and guests of the Brunswick Civil War Round
Table gathered for a guided tour of Fort Fisher, led by noted
historian Dr. Chris Fonvielle. The event drew strong
interest from local history enthusiasts eager to explore one
of the Civil War’s most consequential coastal battlefields.

Under clear skies and mild temperatures,
attendees followed Dr. Fonvielle across the
fort’s earthworks as he recounted the
dramatic events of January 15, 1865, when
Union forces launched the massive assault
that ultimately sealed the fate of Wilmington—the Confederacy’s last major open port. His
commentary blended battlefield tactics, personal stories, and archaeological insights, offering
participants a vivid understanding of the fort’s strategic importance.

“Fort Fisher is a place where the landscape still tells the story,” Dr. Fonvielle explained as the group
stood atop the reconstructed palisades. “When you walk these grounds, you can feel the scale of
what happened here.”

The tour highlighted key positions across the
site, including the massive land-face
defenses, Battery Buchanan, and the
shoreline where Union naval bombardments
once thundered. Participants asked
questions throughout, turning the afternoon
into an interactive learning experience.

The BCWRT regularly hosts programs, lectures, and field experiences designed to deepen public
understanding of Civil War history. Saturday’s tour continued that tradition, offering both
newcomers and longtime members a rare opportunity to learn directly from one of the region’s
leading scholars.

For many attendees, the event was not only educational but also a meaningful way to connect with
the area’s heritage.

Sarah Emma Evelyn Edmundson Seelye (1841-1898)

Sarah Seelye was born Sarah Emma Evelyn Edmundson in New Brunswick province, Canada, in
December 1841. To avoid an unwanted marriage, she ran away from home when she was seventeen,
disguised as a boy. She continued her male masquerade as a publisher's agent in the midwestern United
States and, on May 25, 1861, enlisted in Company F, Second Michigan Volunteer Infantry Regiment,
under the alias Franklin Thompson.

For nearly two years she served in the Union Army undetected, with
assignments including male nurse, regimental mail orderly, and brigade
postmaster, and on special assignments for the secret service. Ironically, in the
secret service duty she penetrated Confederate lines "disguised" as a woman.
Fearing her guise would be discovered when she became ill with malaria in
1863, she deserted and resumed a normal existence in Ohio as a female. After
regaining her health she again volunteered as a nurse, but this time with the
Christian Sanitary Commission at Harper's Ferry, and as a female.

Under a shortened version of her maiden name, S.
Emma E. Edmonds, she wrote a fanciful, but highly
successful, account of her experiences in the

army, Nurse and Spy in the Union Army (1865). The
popularity and exposure she gained from the book and its revelation that she
had deserted the army at one time led the government to cancel her pension.
She later married a childhood neighbor, Linus Seelye, and had three children.
A congressional bill in 1884 recognized her service to the Union and granted
her a pension of twelve dollars a month. The charge of desertion from the
army was removed by Congress in 1886.

In the early 1890s the Seelye family moved to La Porte, Texas, and on April 22, 1897, Sarah Seelye
became a member of the McClellan Post, Grand Army of the Republic, in Houston, Texas -- the only
woman member in the history of the GAR. At the time of her death Seelye was writing her memoirs of the
Civil War. She died in La Porte, Texas, on September 5, 1898. Three years later, at the insistence of her
fellow members of the McClellan Post, her remains were transferred to the GAR plot in the Washington

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Doug Kesling Relates Dramatic, First-Hand Account of the
Recovery of the USS Monitor

On March 12, the Cape Fear Civil War Round
Table in Wilmington was privileged to experience
a first-hand account of the recovery of artifacts
from the USS Monitor, the little “cheese box on a
raft” that revolutionized naval warfare. Doug
Kesling was mission coordinator and diving
safety officer of the civilian component of the
team that raised the 120-ton turret of the Monitor
in 2002. Hearing an authoritative first-hand
account of the challenging mission, superbly
illustrated with many of Doug’s own photos, was
a riveting experience.

The effort to locate, investigate and recover
artifacts of the iconic USS Monitor is an ongoing,
decades-long, multi-million dollar effort. On
December 31, 1862, USS Monitor was caught in
a storm and sank 16 nautical miles off Cape
Hatteras, North Carolina, in more than 230 feet
of water. The vessel went down stern first,
turning over so that its revolutionary 120-ton
revolving gun turret separated and became
pinned under the ship on the seafloor. Monitor’s
remains were discovered in 1973, confirmed in
1974, and in 1975 the wreck was placed under
the jurisdiction of the National Oceanic and
Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) with the
establishment of the Monitor National Marine

Sanctuary. Artifacts are being conserved and
interpreted at the Mariners Museum in Newport
News, Va.

The U.S. Navy and a civilian team of divers and
underwater archaeologists made the harrowing,
deep-water dives necessary to map the wreck
and develop plans to recover major artifacts
including the propeller, engine and, ultimately, the
gigantic turret. The Navy provided much of the
hardware, including a huge barge-mounted crane
and did much of the work necessary to rig the
turret and other artifacts for lifting to the surface.
In 2001, Monitor inventor John Ericksson’s 30-
ton vibrating, side-lever engine was brought to
the surface.

Sixteen U.S Navy sailors perished in the wreck of
the Monitor and the remains of two were
discovered in the turret of the ship. Imagine
yourself 230 feet below the surface of the
turbulent currents off Cape Hatteras, working
quickly to document the state of the wreck before
it is disturbed by the recovery and suddenly
seeing the remains of those two men. Doug
Kesling can tell you about it because he was
there.

On April 9, U.S. Army Colonel A. Carl Ward will
present “For Twenty Dollars in Gold, A Story of
the Civil War,” based on his book of the same
name, a carefully documented narrative that
reflects historic facts about southeastern North
Carolina from both a soldier's view during the
war and a family's view about surviving back
home.

Carl crafted the book from the starting point of
discovering long forgotten letters in the attic of
his grandmother’s home in North Carolina. In
Carl’s words, “The novel is told from the
documented view of a man and his family, all
conflicted by circumstances created by others,
for causes they did not share, that spun out of
control, all for a war they did not seek.” Follow
Private James Ward, who enlisted for the
bounty of twenty dollars in gold, on this epic
journey through American history, on places
and battlefields near and far away, with intense
victories and tragic defeats, providing fleeting
glory and tragedy, resulting in peace and a
return to a devastated home and a new life in
rural North Carolina.James served in the
legendary 26th North Carolina Infantry
Regiment. The regiment was formed in August
1861 in Raleigh and served throughout the war,
surrendering at Appomattox with Robert E.
Lee’s Army of Northern Virginia on April 9,
1865.

Interesting Civil War April Dates

April 12, 1861 - Confederate forces fire upon Fort
Sumter, South Carolina.
The Civil War formally begins.

April 9, 1865 - Battle of Appomattox Court House
and Surrender, Appomattox Court House, Virginia.
After an early morning attempt to break through
Federal forces blocking the route west to Danville, VA,
Lee seeks an audience with General Grant to discuss
terms. That afternoon in the parlor of Wilmer McLean,
Lee signs the document of surrender. On April 12, the
Army of Northern Virginia formally surrenders and is
disbanded.

April 14, 1865 - President Abraham Lincoln is
assassinated by actor John Wilkes Booth at Ford’s
Theater in Washington, DC. On the same day, Fort
Sumter, SC, is re-occupied by US troops.
